Important Information

Eligibility
Only children who have attained the age of 5 on or

before August 31, 2012 shall be admitted to school.
There will be no exceptions to this policy

Students who are currently enrolled in a Whitman
Hanson prekindergarten program do not need to
complete a registration packetowever, updated
Immunizations, physical and vision screening
must be provided to school prior to student
attending.



Important Information

Children will only be admitted after completing a full registration
packet. Please reference the check list provided in the
registration packet.

Up to date immunizations including the most recent date of a lea
test. (See MA School Immunization Requirements 2005)

Evidence that your child has passed a vision screening within the
previous 12 months. For children who fail to pass the vision
screening and for children with newdevelopmental delay,
proof of a comprehensive eye exam performed by a licensed
optometrist or ophthalmologist indicating pertinent diagnosis,
treatment and prognosis with recommendation needs to be
provided.
